A FAITH OF UNITY

RELIGIONS ARE BUT DIVERSE MANIFES-
TATIONS OF ONE SAME TRUTH

The noble effort of CaoDai is to unite all of
humanity through a common vision of the Supreme
Being, whatever our minor differences, in order to
promote peace and understanding throughout the
world. CaoDai does not seek to create a gray world
where all religions are exactly the same, only to create
a more tolerant world, where all can see each other as
sisters and brothers from a common divine source
reaching out to a common, divine destiny.

What is CaoDai?

CaoDai is a novel faith originating in Viet-
nam, which recognizes God as Source of the Universe
and all souls, origin of all religions, Who manifested
differently in different epochs and is called by myriad
Names. It is a universal faith, which considers all religions
One, one same truth expressed under diverse manifesta-
tions. It teaches human beings, who all have sprung
from the same Divine Source, to live in harmony,
love, justice and peace; to enjoy universal sisterhood
and brotherhood; and to cultivate themselves to seek
and be reunited with God in their hearts. CaoDai pro-
pounds that God has come and expressed Himself in
a new Way or the CaoDai faith, in 1926 in Vietnam.
"CaoDai" literally means high palace or Supreme
Palace or Abode on High where God reigns.
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Figuratively, CaoDai is used as Gods symbolic name,
and as the path being taught. The philosophy of Cao-
Dai is the oneness between the Supreme Being and
universe including humanity and religions.

How did CaoDai begin?

In 1926, the Supreme Being founded CaoDai
in Vietham to demonstrate that all religions are
indeed of one same origin. The philosophy and moral
code of the CaoDai developed from unification of the
most influential schools of thought of the day in Viet-
nam: Buddhism, Taoism, Christianity, and Confucian-
ism. It was in 1920, the ascetic Ngo Van Chieu had a
vision of the Supreme Being who informed him that
all of the worlds religions should return to the One
from which they originally sprang and gave this as a
message to be delivered to the world. Instructions
were given that The Almighty be represented by the
symbol of the All-Seeing Eye. Chieu, despite being
the Governor of Phu Quoc, a beautiful island in the
Gulf of Siam, was instrumental in the spread of the
message of CaoDai in Vietnam. On Christmas Eve
1925, Cao Dai identified Himself to a group of medi-
ums in Saigon which included Cao Quynh Cu, Pham
Cong Tac and Cao Hoai Sang. This group played an
essential role in the formation of the structural faith
the headquarters and Holy See of which are located
in Tay Ninh Province, Vietnam. CaoDai is essentially
and at its heart an esoteric religion, being based so
recently on direct revelation from God. At the central
core of CaoDai, exist a group of mediums and spiritu-
alists who continue communication with the Divine.
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For fifty years the movement grew in scope,
breadth and influence, but in 1975 the powerful pres-
ence of CaoDai was usurped in Vietnam by a com-
munist based government; at the same time, however,
the way was opened for awareness of CaoDai to be
spread by the multitude of people escaping Southeast
Asia during this tumultuous period.

Now as the millennium dawns, a new
impetus is created and CaoDai messages are given to
new people in new places, such as in the United
States. Americans are beginning to discover the value
of the original esoteric form of CaoDai. CaoDai
begins the process of disseminating little by little its
valuable and closely held esoteric information to the
West. The first temple to open itself to the influx and
acceptance of Westerners is underway in Riverside,
California. Its leaders have the desire to relate their
esoteric traditions in English to Americans, so that the
first and main message received from the Supreme
Being, that we all are One and must reunite under The
One Nameless Divinity, can be delivered, and that a
path of esoteric practice toward that end (reunifica-
tion of the self with the Supreme Being) may begin.

Role of Mother Goddess in CaoDai:

In the Tao Te Ching, Lao Tse states:

The Tao which can be told is not the Universal Tao,
The name which can be named is not
the Eternal Name,
The nameless is the fountainhead of the universe;
The named is the Mother of all beings.
In CaoDai, the Goddess is seen as the
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manifestation and embodiment of the outer world
(Yin) including the entire Universe. In other words,
we exist within Her form, and without Her our own
manifestations would not be possible. Is this not the
true definition of a Mother? Her domain is that which
is visible and manifest: our bodies, our world, and
everything visible which it contains. Every CaoDai
temple complex contains Her temple and She is
worshipped as our Creatrix.

In the tradition of CaoDai, we see All as One;
truly both Mother and Father are also one, but we are
twin-element beings, dual in our very nature, of two
eyes and two brains and two genders. As a matter of
course we will find a way to differentiate all which
surrounds us, even that which created us. The una-
dulterated reality is that The All That Is is of that
elusive Single Element, of One All-Encompassing
Eye, of One Mind, and no gender.

How Do CaoDai Disciples Meditate?

Each persons spirit is a part of the Supreme
Beings spirit, however because of busy daily secular
lives, most fail to pay attention to, recognize the pres-
ence of, or work to develop the spiritual body.

When drives are physical/sexual, a human
fetus (pham thai) is created; when drives are focused
toward the spiritual, a holy (spiritual) "fetus" (thanh
thai), is eventually formed which will be able to grow
into the Buddhic or spiritually enlightened state.

The following describes a commonly used
approach which initiates the process of transferring
Tinh, visible vital matter, into Khi, semivisible vital
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energy, and finally into Than, invisible spiritual
energy; thus begins the path from the mundane to the
sublime.

Initially, it is recommended to meditate upon
the breath for an average of twenty minutes to half an
hour daily:

1. Sit with spine and head straight, eyes half
open, not focussed on anything, jaw relaxed, mouth
closed, with the tip of the tongue lightly touching the
roof of the mouth behind the front teeth.

2. Inhale gently, directing the breath past the
fire center at the heart, where it is imbued with the
fire principle, to the sacral plexus.

3. While gently holding the breath for two
seconds, transfer the energy of the breath into the
extremely Yin center at the base of the spine.

4. Exhaling, direct the energy flow up
through the spine into the extremely Yang center at
the top of the head. Along the way the energy flow is
imbued with the water principle, and the "steam"
from interaction with the fire principle helps the third
eye begin to open.

The key to success is absolute sincerity, and
becoming one with the breath/ energy flow. The eso-
terist should be sincere in their goal, which is to come
back to the true Self in their heart to be unified with
the Supreme Being.

If All Religions Are Truly One, Why Do
Some Aspects of CaoDai Seem Unfamiliar? What
Would Be The Solution For Humanity?

It cannot be denied that CaoDai is of Eastern
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origin; when Cao Dai first ordered a reconciliation of
existing religions the first theologies to be incor-
porated seemed to be those of the East: Buddhism,
Taoism, Confucianism, etcThis has caused some con-
fusion in the West, where we view some of these
early beliefs and reason that they must be a solely
CaoDai theology, making CaoDai seem like a
separate belief system. This, however, is not the case.
CaoDai has developed a somewhat unique world-
view and way of practice but the underlying beliefs
and practices are linked to the many schools of
thought already existent when they were incor-
porated in CaoDai. As a Westerner one should realize
it is not necessary to have faith in any particular con-
cept to be CaoDai other than the understanding that
there is one Supreme Being though we worship that Power
by different means and under various names, and that we
all come from that Power. This brings us to another
point of misunderstanding, that there must be some
"conversion" procession in order to be CaoDai. Since
all religions are already "One" in a sense, there is no
need to discard an existing belief, since that belief is
also CaoDai, albeit CaoDai under a different name.
Early spiritual revelations made to the pioneers of
CaoDai indicated that there is no True CaoDai until
there is nothing left to call CaoDai under a separate
term, meaning at that point all religions will coexist
with the understanding that they are not truly separate
religions at all since they all worship Supreme Being the
One and Only. Even from the very beginning of Cao-
Dai, Buddhists have worshipped alongside Christians
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and Taoists and so on. They have followed the Cao-
Dai ideal and resisted the viewing of one another as
separate faiths. But it sometimes seems a difficult con-
cept to understand, so accustomed as most people are
to an ingrained worldview of "us" and "them." It
requires patience to work through this difficulty as
we let a higher understanding grow.

In order to foster this higher understanding,
the CaoDai community would wish to encourage
understanding between those of differing faiths by
having them learn more about each other. We believe
that the more one studies different religions, the more one
understands that they are in nature, and at their deepest
level, one. Such an undertaking would also show that
all people have the potential of the divine in their
hearts and are essentially the same in their nature,
and so deserve equal dignity and respect. Therefore,
such an interfaith dialogue, instituted by the leaders
of the different religions, would lead to peaceful rela-
tions between all different faiths, without anyone
having to relinquish his/her own faith. This interfaith
dialogue could also be accomplished through a
number of interfaith charitable projects that benefit
entire communities. All it takes is one person to start
contacting the local religious leaders and begin the
process. Peace and understanding can begin one per-
son at a time, one contact at a time, and can eventu-
ally change the whole world.

INSTALLATION OF THE GOD ALTAR

Choose the best, clean and pure place of the
house for the altar. The altar is arranged according to
the following schema:

1- The Divine Eye

2- Thai Cuc lamp (Eternal light)

3- Fruits

4- Flowers

5- Tea

6- 7- 8- Wine

9- Water

10- 12- Yin and Yang candles respectively

11- Incense vase

Fruits, tea, and Yin candle are on the Yin side.

Flowers, pure water, and Yang candle are on the
Yang side.

Flowers represent TINH, physical energy.

Wine represents KHI (Chi), vital energy.

Tea represents THAN, spiritual energy.

TINH, KHI, THAN are the three treasures of
humans and superior spirits

For ceremonies at noon and midnight, wine is
offered.

For ceremonies at 6 a.m. and 6 p.m., tea is offered.
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There should be five incense sticks in the incense
vase.

The three sticks (closer to the Divine Eye)
represent the three treasures.

The five sticks together represent the five kinds of
KHI (Chi) and five levels of cultivation: purification,
meditation, enlightenment, wisdom, and liberation or
unification with God.

INSTALLATION OF THE HO-PHAP
ALTAR (only in a temple)

The Ho Phap altar is installed at the front
end of the temple, opposite to the God altar The Ho
Phap altar is installed according to the following
schema:

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HOW TO PERFORM RITUALS IN FRONT
OF THE GOD ALTAR

HAND JOINING.

The left hand represents Yang energy or
heaven with its thumb pointing at the base of the 4 th
finger (corresponding to the year of the mouse) and
other fingers wrapping around the thumb. This sym-
bolizes that heaven is created in the year of the
mouse.

The right hand represents Yin energy, sup-
ports and wraps the left hand with its thumb pointing
at the base of the left index (corresponding to the year
of the tiger). This symbolizes that human beings are
created in the year of the tiger.

Two hands joining represent interaction
between Yin and Yang energies for the creation of
heaven, universe, and human beings.

Followers with hands joined stand on the
sides facing the center, females on the Yin side, males
on the Yang side, bow one time with hands joined
moving from the forehead (representing respect to
God) toward the knees (representing respect to earth)
and then resting in front of the chest (representing
respect to humans) at the end of each bowing.

Followers stand in the middle facing the altar
bow three times to the altar

Followers kneel on the floor, make spoken
commitment to CaoDai, His teachings (Dharma), and
to humanity by putting their hands in the middle,
then on the left side, then on the right side of the fore-
head in praying Nam Mo Phat, Nam Mo Phap, Nam
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Mo Tang respectively.

Next, the followers make soft spoken greet-

ings to:

1- CaoDai

2- Kwan Yin Boddhisattva (representative of the
way of Buddhas)

3- Li-Po, representative of the way of Immortals,
and Giao Tong of CaoDai faith.

4- Kwan Kung, representative of the way of
Saints.

5- All other superior spirits.

Praying: Followers put their hands on the
forehead and pray to CaoDai. Prostration: Followers
puts their hands spread on the floor with thumbs
crossing each other, their head noding 4 times for
God, 3 times for the Mother Goddess and other supe-
rior spirits.

Followers the stand up, bow three times to
the God altar, then turn around to the Ho Phap altar
to bow one time, and finally step out to the their side.

HOW TO PERFORM DAILY CEREMONY.

Followers perform the same rituals in front
of the altar from the time when they stand on the
sides, then in the middle until the greetings to CaoDai
and other superior spirits.

After the greetings, they start to chant the
prayers in following orders:

1- Incense offering

2- Prelude

3- Prayer dedicated to CaoDai God

4- Prayer dedicated to the way of Buddhas
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5- Prayer dedicated to the way of Immortals

6- Prayer dedicated to the way of Saints

7- Holy flowers offering (for big ceremonies)

8- Holy wine offering (for 12 a.m. and 12 p.m.
daily ceremonies)

9- Holy tea offering (for 6 a. m. and 6 p.m. daily
ceremonies)

10- The five vows.

All three treasures (flowers, wine, and tea)
offerings are performed only in big ceremonies.

BIG CEREMONY.

On important anniversaries of Superior Spir-
its, on the first and the 15 th days of the lunar months,
big ceremonies are performed.

Before ceremonies, is the bell announcing the
preparation of offerings with chanting:

In listening to the bell and turning to the
greatest wisdom of the universe, (Vin chung khiu
huwong hué truong can khon).

All beings shall reach Nirvana. (Phdp gidi
chiing sanh dong ding bi ngan).

O! How good! (An Da Ra Dé Dq Ta Bi Ha).

Next is the bell announcing the ceremony:

All world of confusion shall hear the bell
(Nhat vi u dm tat giai vin), All living beings shall reach
enlightenment (Nhitt thiét chiing sanh thanh chanh gidc).

O! How good! (An Da Ra D& Dg Ta Ba Ha).

Then, Thunder Drum and White Jade Bell are
stricken in 12 rounds, each round has 12 strikes.

Chant for the Thunder Drum:

The holy drum sounds through the cosmic ether,
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(L6i @m thanh cd triét hw khong).

Wakening all universe (Truyén tdu Can Khon thé
101 thong).

With propagation of the great divine teachings
(Dao phap dvwong kim duong chanh gido).

As divine bright light shines to the Diamond
Palace. (Linh quang chiéu diéu Ngoc Kinh cung).

Chant for the White Jade Bell:

Holy and miraculous bell sounds through Hell
(Thén chung thinh hudng phong phong do).

To liberate all souls (Dia tang khai mon phong xa
co).

CaoDai, the great way, brings light to the dark
dimension (Tam ky vdn chuyén Kim quang hién).

To guide evil souls to repent and get out of the
darkness (Sam hoi dm hon xudt u do).

Chant for prayers

At the end of the ceremony, a person chants
a poem appreciating the ceremony with the bell
announcing the end.

Praying ceremony well accomplished! All
disciples return to their initial positions with great
long lasting blessings (Dan trang vién mdn chitc sic qui
nguyén vinh mdc tir dn phong diéu vo thudn) (he strikes
the bell at the end of each verse).

As credits from the ceremony, blessings are
also granted to all humanity. (Thién phong hai chiing
quéc théi dan an, hoi huong dan truong tdn thiu phdp gidi)
(strike the bell). )

O! How good! (An Da Ra P& Dg Ta Bi Ha)
(strike the bell).
